Day 1
Welcome to Havana

9:30 PM Visit to Hotel Nacional to watch the Malecon Boulevard, take some great photos and discover all the famous American dignitaries who have stayed at the hotel.

Day 4 
Las Terrazas-An integrated eco-village 1 Hour from Havana
Las Terrazas is a settlement which is located within the Sierra del Rosario Biosphere Reserve in the Artemisia Province.  It is a UNESCO Biosphere reserve.  It is rich in flora and fauna, historic sites, lakes, rivers and waterfalls.  It is also home to about 1000 inhabitants of peasants, workers, artists, musicians, craftsmen who offer its visitors a magnificent experience in sustainable development in Cuba. We will visit a coffee plantation where enslaved people worked the land for their masters. 
Enjoy hiking, biking, horseback riding, swimming, zip lining and more while learning how the community is working to protect the biosphere.  While there, enjoy one the best meal you will find in Cuba.
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Day 5 

Playa Santa Maria-Enjoy a great day at the beach listening to some live musical performances and eating fresh grilled fish or Lobster.
